NEWSLETTER MINUTES

The board convened at 5 p.m. Present were Fannie Nelson, president; Brenda Moore, first
vice president; Jim Whitaker, second vice president; Mary Hoss, treasurer; and Marva
Brannock, secretary.

Also attending were Lisa Gamble, property manager with Keli Management, Inc.; Shanna
Tait, on-site manager; Oliver Bradley, maintenance superintendent; and Dudley Leonard,
cooperative attorney.

Dudley reviewed the attorney status report.

The holiday party was scheduled for Friday, Dec. 6. Happy Half Hour will be from 6 to
6:30 p.m.

The board voted to delete #3 in the Honorary Members section: ~ “Honorary Members are
accorded all privileges of the regular membership.” They have no voting privileges.
Open Session

Fannie Nelson welcomed members and called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.
Minutes of the October 14 meeting were approved as printed in the newsletter.

A letter from Thelma Logan was read aloud about proper protocol for open
sessions.

Fannie announced that the Holiday Party begins at 6 p.m. on December 6. Members need
to sign up and may bring a guest. She reported on the distribution of donations from the Ac-
tivities account: $500 to the Salvation Army, $300 to Raytown Emergency Assistance Pro-
gram, $300 to City Union Mission and $200 to Kansas City Rescue Mission.

There will be no regular meeting in December.

Lisa gave the managing agent's report. October financials have been completed and deliv-
ered.

Shanna gave the on-site manager's report. Nine units are on the market. There were
three attorney referrals. Four vehicles were
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tagged by the office and one by security. Three incident reports were received.

Oliver gave the maintenance superintendent's report. Completed since the last meeting were
170 work orders, 30 annual inspections and two move-ins. Painted were 57 patio fences and
116 entry way posts and door trim. Work is under way on seven rehabs.

Fannie opened the floor for member comments.

Sue Stone reported on a House and Grounds meeting on November 5. All board members
attended.

Stone addressed complaints about the appearance and upkeep of the property to Oliver and
board members.

Other members asked for clarification about the policy on maintenance men moonlighting and
the cost to replace blinds.

The cost to replace the blinds is $25 and maintenance men may do side jobs when they are
off the clock but may not use Loma vehicles or equipment to do so.

Sandra Hamilton won the door prize drawing.

Bonnaye V. Mims, a Missouri state representative, attended the open session and spoke to
members.

The open session ended at 8:40 p.m.

The board approved changing answering service companies to Answer Kansas City for $65.95
a month plus an additional $10 for six major holidays. Currently, Loma Vista is paying $132 a
month.
The board approved Friday, January 17, 2014, as the date for the budget planning meeting at

Management office.
